Conwy Steam & Vintage Rally Rules: Do’s & Don’ts 

This event is intended to be a very relaxed, family show with the minimum of rules and restrictions.. However, co-operation with our simple safety and legal requirements is greatly appreciated. We would be grateful if you would please take a minute to read the following and abide by the guidelines we have set down.
All Vehicle Entrants 
Upon entry to the show please ensure your vehicle sticker with your entry number is appropriately attached to your vehicle on arrival. This is also necessary if you enter your vehicle to be judged. 

Person Passes for Exhibitors 

These will be issued on arrival to each individual. Please ensure these are worn by yourself and your guest or assistant at all times. Should your partner/guest be following in a support vehicle they must report to booking in for issuing of their pass. Extra passes will be available at booking in.

Arrival for Exhibitors and Traders 

You may start arriving as of Weds 9th June, departure must be by Tuesday 15th June unless previously arranged. 

Public Camping/Accommodation 

There is camping on Conwy Touring Park for non-exhibitors. Please see our website  www.conwytouringpark.co.uk for more information. We can accommodate Tents, Touring Caravans and Motor Caravans. 

Fuel/Gas 

The nearest fuel station is in Llandudno Junction which is open 24 hours. It is planned to have gas bottles available on site.

Exhibitors/Static Displays/Campers 

On arrival please report to Reception where you will be provided with your welcome pack. Stallholders/Modellers 

On arrival please report to Reception. Any outstanding accounts can be settled here prior to you being taken out to your allocated pitch area. 

Fast-track entry for any exhibitors arriving Friday evening. We will have a dedicated mobile phone number which exhibitors can phone when at reception; or even better, within 20 minutes arrival at the park. Someone will then meet you at the barriers near reception. This will enable rapid entry to the park and avoid delays at reception. This nuber will be sent to exhibitors prior to attending the show.
Dogs 

Dogs are allowed on site but please ensure they are kept on a lead and cleaned up after. 

5 M.P.H. Speed Limit 

Is applied within the showground. No unauthorised moving of vehicles during events. Drivers are to obey instructions from Officials and their Assistants. No transference of fuels to be carried out. Under section 1, 2 and 3 as amended by the Road Traffic Act of 1991 you could be prosecuted for driving recklessly at this type of event. 

Vehicle Movement 

 The 5 M.P.H. speed limits apply unless you are in the Arena where 25 M.P.H. applies. Do not enter the 20 ft crowd safety zone. All passengers of exhibitors’ vehicles to be seated in appropriate seats or within vehicle, not on top or outside of vehicles. Under section 1, 2 and 3 as amended by the Road Traffic Act of 1991 you could be prosecuted for driving recklessly at this type of event if it was considered you have endangered the lives of other exhibitors or members of the public. 

Vehicle Movement 

Only persons licensed to drive may operate vehicles. Children may not drive vehicles. All vehicles must abide by this. 
Car Parking 

There is overspill parking on site. You will be asked to park your cars in this area once you have unpacked and set up. Too many cars parked up on show site detract from the vehicles themselves. Cars will be towed to the parking area if still on the display area after 9:30am. The only exception will be disabled persons vehicles displaying a current blue badge. You are welcome to use your bicycles to move about the site, if ridden with care. Quad bikes and motorcycles are not to be used on site. Only motorcycles that are part of a display are allowed on site. 

Displaying Your  Vehicle 

It is requested that if you are displaying your vehicle while sleeping in a tent or caravan, that you leave all your domestic applicances to the rear; with your  Vehicle clearly parked out in front, this will enhance the overall quality of our show and your assistance would be greatly appreciated. 

Vehicle & Camping Security 

This show, as you know, is open to the general public and they will therefore have access to your vehicle. The organisers cannot accept responsibility for loss of, or damage to, your vehicle or its contents. In these circumstances we strongly recommend that you avoid leaving your vehicle completely unattended during the show. Should you wish to do so, we suggest that at the very least you arrange for someone with an adjacent vehicle to watch yours and upon return check your vehicle, not only for any loss or damage, but also for any suspicious package that may have been placed in, on or near your vehicle. 

Litter 

Please, please place your litter in the black plastic bag which will be provided on arrival. Upon finally leaving the showground, please either deposit it in the litter bins/skips provided. Extra black bags are available on request. 
Refuse Collections 

Refuse skips are located around the park.

Barbecues 

To be used only when adequate fire-fighting equipment is available. It is suggested that all vehicles carry a current working fire extinguisher. 

Fire Extinguishers 

Due to the new Health and Safety guidelines, we must insist that all traders have a suitable working fire extinguisher on their pitch. Booking in will check this on arrival. Stalls will also be checked for fire extinguishers during the show.  

Generators 

Must conform to the current Health and Safety Regulations and the Electricity at Work Regulations. This includes ground spikes (earthing). Any cost incurred ensuring that your generator complies with current legislations will be at your own expense.
